Cuttly, available for both Android and Apple
products, provides people with snow plowing or
lawn mowing services with the simple click of a
button, thanks to a network of existing partner
businesses that
alerts the nearest
service provider
using GPS tracking
software.

After downloading the app, users can request
service by signing in and creating a profile,
then submitting the type of service and the
address. Then, through a secure website,
customers will pay for the service directly
using a credit or debit card.
